A Introduction

Eligible Bidders

This Invitation for Bids is open to all suppliers subject to Chapter 06 of the invitation for bids/NIT.

A supplier or bidder shall be considered to be from a country if (i) the entity is incorporated in that
country, or ii) a majority of its share holding or effective control of the entity is exercised from that
country; or (iii) more that 50% of the value of the item being supplied has been added in that country.
Indian suppliers shall mean those entities which meet any of these tests with respect to India.

MSEs would be treated as owned by Scheduled Caste/Schedule Tribe enterprises as under:

(a) In case of proprietary MSE, proprietor(s) shall be SC/ST.

(b) In case of partnership MSE, the SC/ST partners shall be holding at least 51% (fifty-one percent)
shares in the unit.

(c) In case of Private Limited Companies, at least 51% (fifty-one percent) share shall be held by SC/ST
promoters.

MSEs owned by women shall also be determined as per the above analogy/criteria.

Bidders should not be associated, or have been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with a
firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services
for the preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement
of the goods to be purchased under this Invitation of Bids.

Bids from Joint Ventures, Consortium or Associations so long as they are formed and registered prior
to the bid submission date.

The bidders who have been put under Holiday listing / debarred/ blacklisted or removed from the

Code of Integrity for Public Procurement

The bidders/suppliers should sign a declaration about abiding by the Code of Integrity for Public
Procurement in bid documents. In case of any transgression of this code, the bidder is not only liable
to be removed from the list of registered suppliers, but it would be liable for other punitive actions
such as cancellation of contracts, banning and blacklisting or action in Competition Commission of
India, and so on.

Code of integrity for Public Procurement: The Purchaser as well as bidders, suppliers, contractors
and consultants should observe the highest standard of ethics and should not indulge in the following
prohibited practices, either directly or indirectly, at any stage during the procurement process or
during execution of resultant contracts:

iii) “anti-competitive practice”: any collusion, bid rigging or anti-competitive arrangement, or
any other practice coming under the purview of the Competition Act, 2002, between two or more
bidders, with or without the knowledge of the purchaser, that may impair the transparency, fairness
and the progress of the procurement process or to establish bid prices at artificial, non-competitive
levels;

iv) “coercive practice”: harming or threatening to harm, persons or their property to influence
their participation in the procurement process or affect the execution of a contract;

V) “conflict of interest”: participation by a bidding firm or any of its affiliates that are either
involved in the consultancy contract to which this procurement is linked; or if they are part of more
than one bid in the procurement; or if the bidding firm or their personnel have relationships or
financial or business transactions with any official of purchaser who are directly or indirectly related
to tender or execution process of contract; or improper use of information obtained by the
(prospective) bidder from the purchaser with an intent to gain unfair advantage in the procurement

Period of Validity of Bids

Bids shall remain valid for minimum of 180 days after the date of bid opening prescribed by the
Purchaser. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Purchaser as non-responsive.

In exceptional circumstances, the Purchaser may solicit the Bidder's consent to an extension of the
period of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made in writing (by post, fax or e-
mail).

Firms submitting Technical and Price bids in the Techno Commercial Bid envelope against the
requirement of two-bid system would be considered for further evaluation at the risk & responsibility
of the bidder.

Deadline for Submission of Bids

The Bids must be uploaded / submitted on e-tenders portal from the bidder’s registered e- tenders id
on or before the Last date (and time) of Submission of bids, failing which the e-tenders portal will not
allow Bid submission.

Preliminary Examination

The Purchaser shall examine the bids to confirm that all documents and technical documentation
requested in ITB Clause 1.10 have been provided, and to determine the completeness of each
document submitted.

The Purchaser shall confirm that the following documents and information have been provided in the
Bid. If any of these documents or information is missing, the offer shall be rejected.

(a) Bid Form and Price Schedule, in accordance with ITB Clause 1.10;

(b) All the tenders received will first be scrutinized to see whether the tenders meet the basic
requirements as incorporated in the tender enquiry document. The tenders, who do not meet the basic
requirements, are to be treated as unresponsive and ignored. The following are some of the important
points, for which a tender may be declared as unresponsive and to be ignored, during the initial
scrutiny:

Bidder’s right to question rejection.

A Bidder shall have the right to be heard in case he feels that a proper procurement process is not
being followed and/or his tender has been rejected wrongly. Only a directly affected bidder can
represent in this regard as under:

1) Only a bidder who has participated in the concerned procurement process i.e. pre-
qualification, bidder registration or bidding, as the case may be, can make such
representation;

application for review in relation to the technical bid may be filed only by a bidder who has
qualified in pre-qualification bid;

f) Cancellation of the procurement process except where it is intended to subsequently
re-tender the same requirements;
g) Issues related to ambiguity in contract terms may not be taken up after a contract has

been signed, all such issues should be highlighted before consummation of the
contract by the vendor/contractor; and

h) Complaints against specifications except under the premise that they are either vague
or too specific so as to limit competition may be permissible.

In case a Bidder feels aggrieved by the decision of the purchaser, he may then send his
representation in writing to the Purchaser’s address as indicated in special conditions of contract
(SCC) within 05 working days from the date of communication of the purchaser intimating the
rejection for reconsideration of the decision by the purchaser.

Responsiveness of Bids

Prior to the detailed evaluation, the purchaser will determine the substantial responsiveness of each
bid to the bidding documents.

¢. Procurement/Supply of repackaged/refurbished/rebranded imported products as understood
commonly shall be treated as reselling of imported products and shall be excluded from
calculation of local content. The definition of repackaged/refurbished/rebranded imported
products is as follows;

'Refurbishing' means repair or reconditioning of an imported product does not
amount to manufacture because no new goods come into existence.
'Repackaging' means repacking of imported goods from bulk pack to smaller packs
would not ordinarily amount to manufacture of a new item.

'Rebranding' means relabeling or renaming or change in symbol or logo/makes
or corporate image of a company/organization/firm for an imported product
would amount to rebranding.

d. To ensure that imported items sourced locally from resellers/distributors are excluded from
calculation of local content, procuring entities to obtain from bidders, the cost of such
locally-sourced imported items (Inclusive of taxes) along with break-up on license/royalties
paid/technical expertise cost etc. sourced from outside India.

The
margin of purchase preference shall be 20%.

'Nodal Ministry’ means the Ministry or Department identified pursuant to this order in respect
of a particular item of goods or services or works.

'"Procuring entity’ means a Ministry or department or attached or subordinate office of, or
autonomous body controlled by, the Government of India and includes Government
companies as defined in the Companies Act.

"Works' means all works as per Rule130 of GFR-2017, and will also include ‘turnkey works'.
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(b) Purchase Preference:
In the procurement of Goods or Works through Open Tender Enquiries up to 50 lakhs(wherein
Non-Local Supplier, Class-I and Class-II Local Suppliers are eligible to bid) and Global Tender
Enquiries (wherein ‘Non-Local Suppliers’ along with Class-I and Class-II Local Suppliers are
also eligible), Purchase Preference will be provided to only Class-1 Suppliers as follows:

b. In cases of procurement for a value in excess of Rs.10 crores, the 'Class-I local
supplier'/ 'Class-II local supplier' shall be required to provide a certificate from the
statutory auditor or cost auditor of the company (in the case of companies) or from a
practicing cost accountant or practicing chartered accountant (in respect of suppliers
other than companies) giving the percentage of local content.

Purchaser's right to accept Any Bid and to reject any or All Bids

reject all bids at any time prior to award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the
affected Bidder or Bidders.

Notification of Award

Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the successful bidder in
writing by registered letter or by cable or telex or fax or e mail that the bid has been accepted and a
separate purchase order shall follow through post.

Until a formal contract is prepared and executed, the notification of award should constitute a binding
contract.

vii) Integrity Pact lays down the punitive actions for any violation.

@iv) Where no natural person is identified under (i) or (II) or (iii) above, the beneficial owner is
the relevant natural person who holds the position of senior managing official:

) In case of a trust, the identification of beneficial owner(s) shall include identification of the
author of the trust, the trustee, the beneficiaries with fifteen percent or more interest in the
trust and any other natural person exercising ultimate effective control over the trust through
a chain of control or ownership.

(5) “Agent” for the purpose of this Order is a person employed to do any act for another, or to
represent another in dealings with third persons.

A certificate would be submitted by the bidders regarding their compliance with this order. If such
certificate given by a bidder whose bid is accepted is found to be false, this would be a ground for
immediate termination and further legal action in accordance with law.

Complete specification with manufacturer’s name and address should be given while quoting.
Supporting scanned copies of Literature/Pamphlets etc. should also be submitted. In cases of
agents quoting on behalf of their manufacturers, one agent cannot represent two manufacturers or
quote on their behalf in a particular tender enquiry.

One manufacturer can authorize only one agent/dealer. There can be only one bid from the
following:

(g) “Goods” means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment, and/or other
materials that the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.

(h) “Related Services” means the services incidental to the supply of the goods, such as
transportation, insurance, installation, training and initial maintenance and other such obligations
of the Supplier under the Contract.

(1) “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

() “Subcontractor” means any natural person, private or government entity, or a
combination of the above, to whom any part of the Goods to be supplied or
execution of any part of the Related Services is subcontracted by the Supplier.

(k)  Supplier” means the natural person, private or government entity, or a
combination of the above, whose bid to perform the Contract has been
accepted by the Purchaser and is named as such in the Contract Agreement.

(1) The “Council” means the Council of Scientific & Industrial Research (CSIR), registered under the
Societies Registration Act, 1860 of the Govt. of India having its registered office at 2, Rafi Marg,
New Delhi-110001, India.

Contract Document

Code of Integrity

Without prejudice to and in addition to the rights of the Purchaser to other penal provisions as per the

bid documents or contract, if the Purchaser comes to a conclusion that a (prospective)

bidder/supplier, directly or through an agent, has violated this code of integrity in competing for the

contract or in executing a contract, the Purchaser may take appropriate measures including one or more

of the following:

a) Cancellation of the relevant contract and recovery of compensation for loss incurred by the
purchaser;

b) Forfeiture or encashment of any other security or bond relating to the procurement;

If the Supplier is a joint venture, consortium, or association, all of the parties shall be jointly and
severally liable to the Purchaser for the fulfilment of the provisions of the Contract and shall
designate one party to act as a leader with authority to bind the joint venture, consortium, or
association. The composition or the constitution of the joint venture, consortium, or association shall
not be altered without the prior consent of the Purchaser.

Scope of Supply

The Goods and Related Services to be supplied shall be as specified in Chapter 4 i.e. Specifications
and allied technical details.

Loading & Unloading will be in the scope of supplier in addition to the requirement indicated in
chapter 4 of the NIT.

Suppliers’ Responsibilities

The Supplier shall supply all the Goods and Related Services included in the Scope of Supply in
accordance with Scope of Supply Clause of the GCC, and the Delivery and Completion Schedule, as
per GCC Clause relating to delivery and document.

The Supplier shall not, without the Purchaser's prior written consent, disclose the Contract, or any
provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing, pattern, sample or information furnished by or
on behalf of the Purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by
the Supplier in performance of the Contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made
in confidence and shall extend only so far, as may be necessary for purposes of such performance.

In the event of any contract amendment, the supplier shall, within 21 days of receipt of such
amendment, furnish the amendment to the performance security, rendering the same valid for the
duration of the contract, as amended for further period of 60 days thereafter.

The order confirmation must be received within 14 days. However, the Purchaser has the powers to
extend the time frame for submission of order confirmation and submission of Performance Security
(PS). Even after extension of time, if the order confirmation /PS are not received, the contract shall be
cancelled provided that the purchaser, on being satisfied that it is not a case of cartelization and the
integrity of the procurement process has been maintained, may, for cogent reasons, offer the next
successful bidder an opportunity to match the financial bid of the first successful bidder, and if the
offer is accepted, award the contract to the next successful bidder at the price bid of the first
successful bidder.
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Whenever, the bidder chooses to submit the Performance Security in the form of Bank

The Supplier warrants that all the Goods are new, unused, and of the most recent or current models,
and that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials, unless provided otherwise
in the Contract.

The Supplier further warrants that the Goods shall be free from defects arising from any act or
omission of the Supplier or arising from design, materials, and workmanship, under normal use in the
conditions prevailing in India.

Unless otherwise specified in the SCC, the warranty shall remain valid for Twelve (12) months after
the Goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the final
destination , Installed & Commissioned as indicated in the SCC, or for Eighteen (18) months after the
date of shipment from the port or place of loading in the country of origin, whichever period
concludes earlier.

The Purchaser shall give notice to the Supplier stating the nature of any such defects together with all
available evidence thereof, promptly following the discovery thereof. The Purchaser shall afford all
reasonable opportunity for the Supplier to inspect such defects.

Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, within a reasonable period of time, expeditiously
repair or replace the defective Goods or parts thereof, at no cost to the Purchaser.

If having been notified, the Supplier fails to remedy the defect within a reasonable period of time; the
Purchaser may proceed to take within a reasonable period such remedial action as may be necessary,
at the Supplier’s risk and expense and without prejudice to any other rights which the Purchaser may
have against the Supplier under the Contract.

Goods requiring warranty replacements must be replaced on free of cost basis to the purchaser.

Terms of Pavment

specified in the SCC.

Unless otherwise directed by the
Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far
as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not
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prevented by the Force Majeure event.
